OBJECTS

To promote amateur athletics amongst its members in
accordance with the rules and objectives of the British
Athletic Federation (BAF) and any other assonciation having
authority in any other form of athletic sport in which the
club is engaged and to obtain affiliation or membership
with such associations as may be appropriate. '

MEMBERSHIP

Membership shall be confined to persons being members at
the time of adoption of these rules of the Kimberley and
District Striders and to such other persons who shall sign
a form of Declaration, having been nominated by a club
member, which shall be considered for approval by the
Elected Committee and thereafter signed by a member of said
committee that the applicant is a fit and proper person to
be made a Member and is an amateur as defined by the
British Athletic Federation. The minimum age for membership
shall be 11 years at the time of acceptance.

If in the opinion of the committee, the conduct of any
member is such as is to give or likely to give annoyance to
any other member or members or is considered to be harmful
to the objects of the club, the committee may cause the
member to appear before them to hear the complaint made and
to speak on his or her own behalf, then to expel or suspend
any such member provided always that any such member may
subsequently appeal for the case to be heard by the
Regional or National Asscociation of the British Athletic
Federation for arbitration under its appeal procedure whose
decision shall be final and binding on the committee or
member and acceptance of the rule is implicit in
membership.

A member may terminate his or her membership by giving
notice in writing at any time of his or her intention to do
s0.

The committee of the club may appoint from time to time any
member of the club to the positicn of Honorary Member, who
shall be a member for 1life from the time of their




appointment, in recognition of their outstanding service to
the club as determined by the committee. Any donations to
the club from Honorary Members shall be at the discretion
of the Honorary Member concerned.

HONO! Y PRES

The committee shall appoint to the office of Henorary
President for up to 2 years any person whose interest and

service to the club is proper to be recognised by that
honour.

SUBS PTIONS

Determination of the amount of the annual subscription,
including concessionary rates for groups and or
individuals, young pecple under 17 years, adults aged 18
years and over, shall be made at the Annual General
Meeting, and the amount determined and agreed at the time
by the membership and. annotated in the minutes of the
aforesaid meeting duly signed by a member of the Committee.

That sum for all established members is due from 1lst April
each financial vyear. Members whose applications are
approved part way through the financial year however, shall
pay a sum proportionate to the number of guarters remaining
within said financial year.

The Committee shall have the power to expel any member
whose subscription is six months in arrears provided a
month’s notice in writing shall have been sent to such a
member by a registered letter to his or her last known

address informing him or her of the proposed action of the
Committee.

The name and address of any person so expelled shall be
sent to the Honorary Secretary of the Regional Association
of the BAF who shall enter the name in a book called ™ The
Suspension Boock " kept for the purpose of suspending the
person from competion in BAF controlled events.

The resignation or expulsion of any member shall not limit
his or her responsibility for any debt inclusive of
subscription in arrears at the +time of his or her
resignation or suspension.

MANAGEMENT

The management of the affairs of the Club shall be vested
in an organising Committee. The Committee shall include a
minimum of a Chairperson, a Secretary, a Treasurer and Club
Captain{s). In addition, a Social Secretary, a Kit Manager
and a Routemaster shall be appointed in the interests of
the Club.
